The design
of these valves allows high capacities at a pressure drop
only slightly higher than that of a corresponding size pipe.
Flows range from 280 cfh to 42,000 cfh depending on
valve size selected. All valve sizes will operate properly
with a minimum inlet pressure of 1.5" w.c. Maximum inlet
and back pressures range from 7 to 70 psig depending on
valve size (see capacity table on page 2).

Series 1000 Check Valves may be mounted either
horizontally or vertically. If the valve is to be mounted
vertically, the direction of flow must be up. The required

minimum inlet pressure and the pressure drop thru the
valve will increase with vertical mounting.

Maximum operating temperature for these valves is 200°
